She hoped her clients’records,
such as birth certificates, Social
Security cards and Medicare
cards, would remain safe.

By 1 a.m. Monday, Kessler
stood across the street from the
fire, her face illuminated by the
glow of the still raging blaze.

The fire had spread and
burnt out hope that the files of
her clients — adults with devel-
opmental disabilities — would
be saved.

“This is just devastating,” she
said. “It’s devastating to the
whole community.”
