Triple Crown sets rule

Sports group wants concessions from property managers

Triple Crown Sports has
enacted a new lodging policy for
its 2009 World Series youth base-
ball tournament in Steamboat
Springs, discouraging partici-
pants from lodging with proper-
ties that do not make concessions

to the company.

“To participate in the Triple
Crown World Series your team
must stay with a Triple Crown
Sports preferred lodging part-
ner,” reads the policy on Triple
Crown’s Web site, www.triplec-
rownsports.com. “Teams that are
registered for the event that do
not meet the above requirements
will not be eligible to participate

and will not be scheduled into
the event. If you are local, or
are requesting an exception to
this policy, you may call the ...
lodging department for approval
of alternative lodging request.
... Once approved for alterna-
tive lodging, your team will be
charged a lodging surcharge of
$500.”

Triple Crown officials say the

new policy will result in lower
rates and higher convenience for
their customers. But some fear
it will prevent smaller players
from capturing a piece of the
Triple Crown market, which is
a primary driver of Northwest
Colorado’s summer economy.
