The Steamboat Springs 
Planning Commission showed 
Thursday that it is willing to 
bend a little for projects that 
commit to green building prac-
tices.

Commissioners voted in sup-
port of a development plan 
and final development plan 
for Inspiritu Verde (translated 
“inspired green”), a proposed 
4,711-square-foot, mixed-use 
development at the northeast 
corner of  Fourth and Oak 
streets. The project, which would 
replace two yellow, stucco 1949 
duplexes with two new build-
ings, aims to be the first in the 
city to earn a “gold” Leadership 
in Energy and Environmental 
Design, or LEED, certification 
from the U.S. Green Building 
Council.

Commissioners reasoned 
that the project’s public ben-
efits, which include a volun-
tary affordable housing unit 
and storm water and sidewalk 
improvements in the pub-
lic right-of-way, compensat-
ed for its variances from the 
Community Development 
Code. Variances include a 34 
percent increase in the allowable 
ratio of floor space to lot area,
