Steamboat Springs’ com-
mercial water and wastewa-
ter rates are likely to increase 
along with residential rates.

The Steamboat Springs City 
Council approved a first read-
ing last week of a measure that 
would increase rates for users of 

city water service. Commercial 
rates will increase 50 percent if 
the council approves the change 
after a second reading Nov. 18, 
Public Works Director Philo 
Shelton said.

Business owners said the 
possible increase was a source 
of concern.

Bob Rundell owns Big O 
Tires, Fuel Stop, and Grease 
Monkey and its accompanying 

car wash. Higher water rates 
could lead to higher prices at 
the car wash, he said.

“We haven’t increased the 
cost for probably three years,” 
Rundell said. “That was due 
to an increase in soap prices. 
Those have been fairly stable; 
now, the other option’s going 
up.”

Car wash costs essentially 
depend on soap and water costs, 

he said.
“The ingredients are pretty 

simple,” Rundell said.
Higher water fees also could 

hit restaurants hard, Azteca 
Taqueria owner Jim Ruggiero 
said.

“That’s certainly a concern, 
especially for a restaurant, a 
place that uses a lot of water,”
