Father Ernest Bayer 

got a new church for 

Christmas. Now all he 

has to do is find about $2 mil-

lion more to build it.
The 

Steamboat 
Springs City 
Council gave 
final approv-
al Dec. 15 to 
the first and 
largest phase 
of an expan-

sion for Holy Name Catholic 

Church, of which Bayer is the 

pastor. The 15,382-foot, $5 

million church expansion was 

nearly the last item on a packed 

agenda that brought crowds to 

Centennial Hall last month for 

issues including the upcoming 

Steamboat 700 annexation vote, 

medical marijuana dispensaries 

and regional building fees. By 

the time the City Council got 

around to approving the church 

expansion with a 4-1 vote, with 

Jim Engelken opposing, most 

of the people had left. 

But the moment was monu-

mental for Bayer. 

The 47-year-old pastor has 

led the parish of the downtown 

Steamboat church for more 

than four years. It’s his first pas-

torate. Bayer said Wednesday 

that even before one stone has 

been laid, the expansion of 

Holy Name is proving to be a 

massive undertaking. But he 

trusts in a higher power. 

“It’s extremely challenging. 

It’s a big leap of faith,” he said. 

“I feel like God has called me 

to move in this direction. … I’m 

just trying to walk in faith.”

The need for an expanded 

Holy Name was evident, he 

said, during the church’s total 

of seven masses on Christmas 

Eve and Christmas Day. One 

of those masses, on Christmas 

Eve, was held at the Sheraton 

Steamboat Resort and drew 

about 600 people, according to 

Bayer and longtime parishioner 

Barb Shipley. As many as 600 

also attended several of the 

holiday masses at Holy Name, 

where people were seated on the 

floor in front of the sanctuary, 

in seating areas to each side of 

the main nave, in the balcony 

and even in the church base-

ment, where they watched the 

service on a television screen.

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A snowstorm that hit early 

Saturday gave Steamboat Ski 

Area a powdery push to the 

100-inch mark for season snow-

fall.
Reporting 97 inches for the 

season and no new snowfall at 

5 a.m. Saturday, Steamboat Ski 

and Resort Corp. reported an 

additional 5.5 inches of new 

snow on its Web site by 2 p.m. 

That puts the ski area past 

its first snow milestone in a sea-

son that started on time but 

has lagged behind recent years 

in terms of snow accumula-

tion. During the past 10 years, 

the ski area has averaged 134.8 

inches of snow by the end of 

December; the total for the 

2009 portion of this season was 

96.25 inches.

Paul Frisbie, a forecaster with 

the National Weather Service in 

Grand Junction, said Saturday 

afternoon that he expected 

the day’s quick-moving, mois-

ture-packed storm to continue 

dropping snow through early 

evening Saturday, with occa-

sional showers today and pos-

sibly Monday adding “maybe 

an inch here and there” to the 

storm total.

A system coming in from 

the north Tuesday evening and 

Wednesday is expected to bring 

colder temperatures and a better 

chance of snow, Frisbie said.

Despite not knowing what 

those jobs may be, Corrigan 

said he’d bet they would require 

significant technological know-

how. It’s not just about reading, 

writing and arithmetic anymore, 

he said.
Corrigan made the propos-

al that the South Routt School 

District should provide a Mac-

Book for incoming freshmen at 

the most recent School Board 

meeting, after a presentation 

about an Apple program at the 

Colorado Association of School 

Boards meeting last month in 

Colorado Springs.
Cost is the biggest sticking 

point in any capital expenditure 

the district undertakes in the 

next few years, with Gov. Bill 

Ritter’s proposal to cut state-

wide K-12 funding by more than 

$200 million in 2010-11. South 

Routt’s share of the cut is pro-

jected to be $221,576.

“We have to hold on to what 

we have,” South Routt Super-

intendent Scott Mader said last 

week. “There are going to be 

a couple of years ahead of us 

that will be as bad or worse than 

they are now.

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An al-Qaida affiliate in 

Yemen apparently ordered the 

Christmas Day plot against a 

U.S. airliner, training and arm-

ing the 23-year-old Nigerian 

man accused in the failed 

bombing, President Barack 

Obama said Saturday.

“This is not the first time this 

group has targeted us,” Obama 

said, reporting on some of the 

findings of an administration 

review into how intelligence 

agencies failed to prevent 

Umar Farouk Abdulmutallab 

from boarding Detroit-bound 

Northwest Flight 253.

In his most direct pub-

lic language to date, Obama 

described the path through 

Yemen of  Abdulmutallab. 

He also emphasized that the 

United States would continue 

its partnerships with friendly 

countries — citing Yemen, in 

particular — to fight terrorists 

and extremist groups.

The U.S. plans to more than 

double its counterterrorism aid 

to the impoverished, fragment-

ed Arab nation in the coming 

year to support Yemen’s cam-

paign against al-Qaida.

Obama’s homeland security 

team has been piecing togeth-

er just how Abdulmutallab 

was able to get on the plane. 

Officials have described flaws 

in the system and by those 

executing the strategy and have 

delivered a preliminary assess-

ment.
A top counterterrorism 

official said Saturday that al-

Qaida and other extremists are 

Obama cites al-Qaida link in bomb plot

See obama, page 8AKent nishimura/abaca Press

President Barack Obama makes a 

statement from Hawaii on Monday about 

increased security for air travel.
